THE SCRIPTURES THAT SET OUR PERIMITERS 
Luke 6:27-36 
27 "But I tell you who hear me: Love your enemies, do good to those who hate you, 28 bless those who curse you, pray 
for those who mistreat you. 29 If someone strikes you on one cheek, turn to him the other also. If someone takes your 
cloak, do not stop him from taking your tunic. 30 Give to everyone who asks you, and if anyone takes what belongs to 
you, do not demand it back. 31 Do to others as you would have them do to you. 32 "If you love those who love you, what 
credit is that to you? Even 'sinners' love those who love them. 33 And if you do good to those who are good to you, what 
credit is that to you? Even 'sinners' do that.   34 And if you lend to those from whom you expect repayment, what credit is 
that to you? Even 'sinners' lend to 'sinners,' expecting to be repaid in full. 35 But love your enemies, do good to them, and 
lend to them without expecting to get anything back. Then your reward will be great, and you will be sons of the Most 
High, because he is kind to the ungrateful and wicked. 36 Be merciful, just as your Father is merciful.

KIND 
Do to others as you would have them do to you. Luke 6:31 
 
1 Thess 5:15 
15 Make sure that nobody pays back wrong for wrong, but always try to be kind to each other and to everyone else.  
 
2 Tim 2:23-26 
24 And the Lord's servant must not quarrel; instead, he must be kind to everyone, able to teach, not resentful. 25 Those 
who oppose him he must gently instruct, in the hope that God will grant them repentance leading them to a knowledge of 
the truth, 26 and that they will come to their senses and escape from the trap of the devil, who has taken them captive to 
do his will.

HELPFUL 
Titus 3:1-2 
3:1 Remind the people to be subject to rulers and authorities, to be obedient, to be ready to do whatever is good, 2 to 
slander no one, to be peaceable and considerate, and to show true humility toward all men. 
 



2 Tim 4:2 
2 Preach the Word; be prepared in season and out of season; correct, rebuke and encourage-with great patience and careful 
instruction. 
 
AVAILABLE 
1 Peter 3:15-17 
5 But in your hearts set apart Christ as Lord. Always be prepared to give an answer to everyone who asks you to give the 
reason for the hope that you have. But do this with gentleness and respect, 16 keeping a clear conscience, so that those 
who speak maliciously against your good behavior in Christ may be ashamed of their slander.   
 
A MINISTER 
Luke 5:17-32 
17 One day as he was teaching, Pharisees and teachers of the law, who had come from every village of Galilee and from 
Judea and Jerusalem, were sitting there. And the power of the Lord was present for him to heal the sick. 18 Some men 
came carrying a paralytic on a mat and tried to take him into the house to lay him before Jesus. 19 When they could not 
find a way to do this because of the crowd, they went up on the roof and lowered him on his mat through the tiles into the 
middle of the crowd, right in front of Jesus.  
 
20 When Jesus saw their faith, he said, "Friend, your sins are forgiven." 21 The Pharisees and the teachers of the law 
began thinking to themselves, "Who is this fellow who speaks blasphemy? Who can forgive sins but God alone?"  
 
22 Jesus knew what they were thinking and asked, "Why are you thinking these things in your hearts? 23 Which is easier: 
to say, 'Your sins are forgiven,' or to say, 'Get up and walk'? 24 But that you may know that the Son of Man has authority 
on earth to forgive sins. . . ." He said to the paralyzed man, "I tell you, get up, take your mat and go home." 25 
Immediately he stood up in front of them, took what he had been lying on and went home praising God. 26 Everyone was 
amazed and gave praise to God. They were filled with awe and said, "We have seen remarkable things today."  
 
27 After this, Jesus went out and saw a tax collector by the name of Levi sitting at his tax booth. "Follow me," Jesus said 
to him, 28 and Levi got up, left everything and followed him.  
 
29 Then Levi held a great banquet for Jesus at his house, and a large crowd of tax collectors and others were eating with 
them. 30 But the Pharisees and the teachers of the law who belonged to their sect complained to his disciples, "Why do 
you eat and drink with tax collectors and 'sinners'?"  
 
31 Jesus answered them, "It is not the healthy who need a doctor, but the sick. 32 I have not come to call the righteous, but 
sinners to repentance."  
 
COMPASSIONATE  
Col 3:12 
12 Therefore, as God's chosen people, holy and dearly loved, clothe yourselves with compassion, kindness, humility, 
gentleness and patience. 
 
REAL 
2 Cor 6:3-10 
3 We put no stumbling block in anyone's path, so that our ministry will not be discredited. 4 Rather, as servants of God we 
commend ourselves in every way: in great endurance; in troubles, hardships and distresses; 5 in beatings, imprisonments 
and riots; in hard work, sleepless nights and hunger; 6 in purity, understanding, patience and kindness; in the Holy Spirit 
and in sincere love; 7 in truthful speech and in the power of God; with weapons of righteousness in the right hand and in 
the left; 8 through glory and dishonor, bad report and good report; genuine, yet regarded as impostors; 9 known, yet 
regarded as unknown; dying, and yet we live on; beaten, and yet not killed; 10 sorrowful, yet always rejoicing; poor, yet 
making many rich; having nothing, and yet possessing everything.
